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On September 15, 2009 representatives from the Federal Housing Finance Agency 
(“FHFA”) participated in a teleconference with representatives from Palm Harbor Homes (“Palm 
Harbor”) and CountryPlace Mortgage (“CountryPlace”) regarding the Enterprises’ Duty to Serve 
Underserved Markets.  The teleconference was a follow-up to a meeting on August 2-3, 2009 
with FHFA, Palm Harbor and CountryPlace.  During the teleconference, CountryPlace provided 
additional information on its lending practices.  CountryPlace indicated that it does not advocate 
that the Enterprises purchase adjustable rate mortgages on manufactured homes, and that the 
Enterprises should not subsidize manufactured housing lending.
