We have 251 units and living in many of these units are older retirees with fixed incomes who are worried about the 
future of their 
ability to continue living here particularly with the state of our present economy and the inability to produce any 
increase to their
current incomes. We strongly disagree with the above-captioned proposal which we consider wrong and harmful to 
housing communities
and their residents.  The transfer fees which we are proposing for our building are to be used to fund needed capital 
improvements
to our building which will be celebrating it's 80th birthday in 2011. With it's aging building systems of which many 
will need replacement
and continued expensive repairs, it is impossible to maintain this building without transfer fees.   Without transfer fees, 
our board would have to
