Please expand PACE.

PACE reduces fossil fuel use. Burning fossil fuels makes the air unhealthful to breathe and 
emits carbon dioxide, a greenhouse gas (GHG). GHG disrupts the earth’s climate; this has 
led to decreases in population of many creatures and is probably killing Americans and other 
people by causing more frequent severe tornadoes, droughts, floods and heat waves.
